Clues for Social Club Charades
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Point at yourself with both hands to indicate that the phrase is a person (such as "police officer")  or the name of a person ("John Smith"). 
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Pose like Napoleon (with a hand on your chest and the tips of your fingers tucked partway into your shirt) to indicate a that the phrase is a famous person. 

· Look to the side and shield your eyes to indicate a place. 
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· Pull on your ear to indicate that the word or phrase being guessed sounds like another word.  Point to your eye to indicate that the word or phrase being guessed looks like something else. 
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· Hold up fingers to indicate the number of words in the phrase; hold up a number of fingers again to indicate which word of the phrase you want the other teams to guess. 
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· Hold fingers against your arm to indicate the number of syllables (how many sounds) in a particular word.  
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· Hold your thumb and forefinger close together or open them up to indicate a short or long word.  
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· If someone has guessed a word correctly, tap your index finger on your nose and pointto the person who made the correct guess.  
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Wipe your hand across your forehead to let the members of the other teams know that they are getting "hot" (close to guessing the word or phrase).  

· Cross your arms and shiver to let them know that they are getting "cold" (further in meaning from the right word or phrase).
· No "finger spelling"!  Do not spell words with your fingers.

· No pointing at maps for the name of a country or city.
