1. Elicit list of sports from the Ss.  Write the sports on the board.  (Examples…)

NOTE:   you may want to go over this before moving on to the second point:  use the symbols (circle, triangle, square, if you want) to help them to understand.  If they ask why they are different, you can explain that in chinese, measure words must simply be memorized, ie. yi zhang piao, yi zhi gou, yi fu yan jing, etc.

-do (used with exercise, concerned with hard work, ie. ‘do taekwando’)

3. Using pictures of sports (or just the names of sports if you don’t have any pictures), play a guessing game:  charades, pictionary, or taboo (describe the sport without using the name of the sport in your description).

4. Tools/ things you need to play the sport:  Ask the Ss what you need to play the different sports- running (shoes, place to run), basketball (basketball, people, basketball court, basketball hoops) etc.
